It shall be considered a condition of entry that each entrant shall agree to indemnify the Promoters against legal action aris-
ing from any accident whatsoever. All exhibitors must have their own public liability insurance.

Class sizes will be regulated and competitors will not be able to enter if limit is reached.

It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to ensure their arrival on time to classes. All schedule times are approximate except for those
stated "not before".

All jumping classes will be run under B.S.J.A. rules.
Rule 82.21 - No member shall allow a stallion for which he/she is responsible as owner, lessee, authorized agent or rider to compete or be
prepared to compete, in any showing class or show-jumping competition without taking adequate precautions to ensure other members of

the public are not put at risk of injury.

Hard hats to be worn at all times when mounted with safety harness correctly fitted and securely fastened, this applies to every person
when mounted and will involve disqualification for those who do not comply.

Competitors to wear hats conforming to PAS 015:1998 or EN1384:1996 BS EN 1384:1997 (with BSI Kitemark), Snell E2001 (with offi-

cial Snell Label) and Number AS/NZS 3838 1998 or AS/NZS 3838 2003. any queries please check with officials on day. Hats must be
worn with the chinstrap correctly fastened at all times when mounted.

Any child entered as lead rein in any ridden class will be unable to take part in any other ridden classes off the lead rein on this day.
Lead reins shall be attached to the back of the noseband and not attached to the bit. Snaffle bits only accepted for lead rein.
Children's birth dates are taken from 1st January 2010

All ponies showing in Mountain & Moorland & Part-bred classes must be registered with their respective breed societies. The officials
will regulate the classes & the decision of the Judge in every case is accepted as final. Brood mares must be 4 years and over, foals
over 3 weeks old. No person will be allowed in the rings except by special invitation of the Officials.

The Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry, or to disqualify any competitor. Further, the Committee reserves the right to
cancel if there are insufficient entries.
